CAg &D plastics Window glass, mirrors or drinking glasses
All glass food containers Cardboard boxes from refrigerated or frozen
Tin & aluminum cans foods —including frozen pizza boxes
Phone books No Plastic bags - they are a huge problem
Mail, office & school papers for the mechanical sorting process

Magazines & catalogs

Newspapers & inserts

Shredded paper in closed paper bags

Cereal, cracker, pasta, cake mix, tissue & pop carriers

Cardboard boxes—Break down flat, nothing larger than 3 ft. x 3 ft.

Guideline for Recycling Food Boxes: If the product is stored in a cupboard, the box is recyclable. If the food
box contains food that must be stored in the fridge or freezer, it is NOT recyclable.

Other Important Details

» Recycling must be on the curb by 7:00 a.m., come snow, sleet, rain or shine—sometimes route
schedules have to change and recyclables must be picked up earlier or later than ususal.

» Whenever possible, please use the curbside service rather than sheds

» Ifyourrecyclingday falls on New Year's Day, Me mor |
Thanksgiving or Christmas—your recycling will be picked up the Saturday following the holiday.
